Agenda Topic Discussion and Disposition:
1. Announcements  
· The President and Legal Committee met with the Commission on Local Government to review schedule changes and the experience of other towns

· RCA held two community meetings, June 11 and 16, to present its approach to town status for Reston and to get community input

· RCA sent letter to Supervisor Hudgins requesting a meeting and county assistance on a number of issues

· At the Reston Festival, July 9 and 10, RCA will hold Elections, conduct a Poll on Town Status, and request signatures for a petition for a referendum

· Marion Stillson requested that the May report of the Visitability and Accessibility Committee be attached to the minutes.

2. Approval of Prior Meeting Minutes: The minutes of the previous meeting were approved. 

3. Community Member Comments: Two residents of Tax District #5, David Dantzler and Peter von zur Muehlen, attended the meeting to discuss the proposed boundaries of the RCA town proposal. They live in the Hunter View Road area, which is part of the Reston Community Center Tax District #5, but is otherwise not closely related to Reston – for example, they have a Vienna address and don’t receive Reston Cable. While they thought Reston becoming a town was probably a good idea for the part of Tax District #5 that identified itself as Reston, they felt that their neighborhood was unlikely to see sufficient benefit to want to be part of the town. The RCA board thanked them for their comments and said that they would review the alternatives.
4. 2005 Election Committee Report: The election committee reported that the incumbent board members up for reelection had filed as candidates (Mike Corrigan for President, John Fay for Lake Anne Director, and Sue Merk for At-Large Director), and that three new candidates had filed for open seats (Debbie Moore for North Point Director, Colin Mills for South Lakes Director, and Rod Koozmin for Hunters Woods Director).                                                                                                                
5. Review of the Community Meetings: The board reviewed the community meetings held in June. In general, community response was favorable to moving forward on a referendum for Reston becoming a town. Many participants wanted to know more about the details, and some felt that a town was not necessary. A number of participants that had moved to Virginia from areas with a strong town tradition were surprised that Reston wasn’t a town already.
6. Reston Festival Planning: The board discussed arrangements for the Reston Festival. RCA will have a full 10x10 space, and will conduct elections and a poll on town status and collect petition signatures for a referendum on town status.
7. Review and Update of Town Schedule: Based on the discussions with the staff of the Commission on Local Government, the board agreed to make several changes to the schedule for Reston to become a town. 
8. Review of Town Charter: Based on the discussions with the staff of the Commission on Local Government, the board agreed to revise the draft charter for a town to include provisions for an interim mayor and town council between the period of the charter approval and the elections for mayor. This would allow for hearings on tax rates to be held in advance of taking office, so the new mayor and town council could immediately set rates upon taking office. This approach avoids a potential year’s delay in setting rates, due to the Virginia requirement to set rates on July 1, the same day the new town council would take office.
9. Volunteer Assistance: The board discussed the growing number of volunteers, and suggested that a meeting with the volunteers should be held.
10. Agenda, Location and Time of Next Meeting The next meeting will be at 8 PM at the Comcast studios on July 25, 2005
11. Adjournment The meeting was adjourned at 9:30
RCA Visitability and Access Committee 

Report by Marion Stillson, June, 2005

The new Fairfax County website and resource for seniors, and also for persons with disabilities, has debuted on schedule. It’s called Senior Navigator and the url is www.seniornavigator.org. We anticipated it here a couple of months ago.

The US Conference of Mayors, led by Mayor Daley, has adopted several progressive resolutions in the disability rights arena. The one most closely related to the work of this committee is entitled Inclusive Home Design/Visitibility. 

This month the Justice Department reached a historic settlement with national developer Archstone-Smith.  Archstone-Smith has agreed to survey 71 apartment complexes it has built in 16 states, to determine what retrofits are needed to remove barriers to disabled people. Not counting the cost of the surveys, remediation is expected to exceed $20 million. Archstone will also pay $1.4 million in damages, attorney fees and litigation expenses. 

Guess what! Mark Terry lives in the one Archstone-Smith complex named in Reston! I will forward some materials to Mark, so he can keep an eye on the remediation!  A total of eleven apartment complexes in VA are named. Two are in Herndon, one is in Ashburn and one is Leesburg.  Four are in Arlington. The remainder are in Fairfax and Springfield.
