Meeting Minutes:
1. Agenda: The draft agenda was adopted without changes.

2. Announcements and Member Comments (P&Z Committee Briefing): Steve Cerny, a current member of the Reston Planning and Zoning Committee (P&Z), and Joe Stowers, a former chair of the P&Z, provided a briefing on the County Planning and Zoning functions, including the role of the P&Z. The P&Z committee was formerly a committee of the RCA, and is now affiliated with the Reston Association. Joe discussed a range of alternatives for the management of planning and zoning in a town of Reston. These included:
· Maintaining the status quo

· Formalize the process of making recommendations

· Require a review process

· Transfer selected decision-making to the town

· P&Z recommends; town council decides (like most towns)
· P&Z decides, subject to appeal to the council

· Transfer of all planning decisions to the town

· Site plans

· Development plans

· Comprehensive plans
· Ordinances

Joe’s recommendation was to move limited decision making (requiring a staff of perhaps 1 or 2 people) to the town, supported by an agreement on County staff support. Reston already has its own, separate, part of the Comprehensive Plan, so it is reasonable to move this, and the associated decision making, to the town while retaining staff support for analysis of specific zoning proposals.
Steve Cerny walked through the P&Z process with a specific example, the requested modification of the approved Conceptual Plan for Parcel 17-4 ((1)) 7A (at the corner of Sunset Hills and Reston Parkway). The modification was to change two proposed office buildings to residential. The county staff report (which recommended against the modification as proposed) was discussed. Steve said that the request would be discussed at the next P&Z meeting.

3. Approval of the March 27 minutes:  The March minutes were approved with no changes.
4. Treasurer’s Report by Colin Mills:  The current balance is $1,194.17, after paying expenses to Sue Merk. The RCA banner has been purchased. 
5.  Planning for Accessibility and Visitability Forum:  Tim McMahon, Marion Stillson and Debra Steppel discussed the planning for the forum. The forum will include discussion of the need, design approaches, experiences with design and installation, product descriptions, and an informal session around the tables to get literature and discuss issues with the presenters. Presenters will include architects, an RA representative, Reston residents with experience in designing and implementing their own accessibility modifications, and, subject to their availability, Bob Simon and Cathy Hudgins. The room has been reserved at the Lake Anne Community Center, and we anticipate that Michael Barrett will be video taping the proceedings. 

6. Letters to Reston Organizations – Status Report: Last November, State Senator Janet Howell and Delegate Ken Plum, in their response to RCA’s town proposal, stated that they wanted to see support from other Reston institutions before they submitted legislation. Mike Corrigan distributed a draft letter to the Reston Association, requesting their participation in looking at governance alternatives for Reston. The board suggested minor corrections to the letter. Colin Mills and Mike Corrigan will develop letters based on the RA letter model to the rest of the list of organizations suggested by our state representatives.
7. Unitarian Church Meeting – Next Steps; League of Women Voters talk: Marion Stillson discussed the next steps that a Unitarian Church group is considering after the RCA met with the the Reston church's Action Committee on Social Justice regarding social justice aspects of Reston becoming a town. Marion met with about thirteen members of the Reston Day Group of the League of Women Voters and addressed the "good government" aspects of Reston town status. The presentation was well received by the League
8. RCA public presence and resTOWN publicity this spring, summer: The board briefly discussed its approach to maintaining community interest while RCA produces a revised town proposal. A number of possible activities were briefly discussed. Further discussion, including our planned activities at the Reston Festival, were deferred to the next meeting.
