Meeting Minutes:

1. Agenda: The draft agenda was adopted without changes. Steve Resz’ video, Reston Past, Present and Future, was recommended for Board viewing.

2. Approval of May 2006 Minutes: The Minutes were approved. Sue Merk asked if anyone has Minutes for January, 2006. 

3. Treasurer’s Report: Colin Mills gave the Treasurers Report, stating that we will send $60 to join the Federation of Fairfax County Civic Associations. Reston’s number of members should entitle us to three representatives. Mike Corrigan said that the Hunter Mill Board position is vacant at the Federation; we should be eligible to fill this position. He said that Sally Ormsby writes the legislative packet. Other financial issues: Bob Haley will check that RCA has paid its annual fee to the State Corporation Commission.

4. RCA Election Status: Colin Mills reported that there is a full slate of candidates, except for one North Point seat. There are no contested elections. Arrangements were made for counting the ballots, providing instructions and RCA literature. Sue Merk explained how drawings would be made for local restaurant coupons. 

5. Interaction with Reston Organizations – Status Report and Schedule Review: The Board discussed the briefing Mike Corrigan will present on July 10 to the Reston Association’s Board Administration Committee (BAC). His aim is to show the draft, on Power Point, to the Board about July 5 for input. The new Board (after the Reston Festival election) will attend. Sue Merk will send a message to our supporters inviting them to attend. It is hoped the Bob Simon will attend in support, but if he cannot, there is an old letter of support he wrote. Sue Merk has ordered new business cards, without the date on them, for use on such occasions. We do not know whether the BAC will vote on our issue. We will be asking them to work with us, and possibly RCC.

6. Planning for Community Issue Poll at the Reston Festival: The feedback RCA gets from this poll will be useful. Participants will rank the issues, with space to add their own. Bob Haley, Sue Merk and Gary Thomas will work together on-line to finalize the topics.
7. Report on the Save the Tall Oaks Pool Meeting: Rod Koozmin reported that about 130 people with placards attended. Bob Simon spoke, saying this is about community, not money.  Debra Steppel stated that her local pool does not open until 3 pm, because of the lifeguard shortage. The Board discussed the merits and demerits of “destination” pools such as Hunters Woods (volleyball) and Glade. Rod Koozmin agreed to draft a letter to the papers in support of saving the Tall Oaks Pool. Mike Corrigan will sign it.

8. Report on Supervisor Hudgins’ Community P&Z Meeting. Mike Corrigan told the Board that 70-80 people attended, including the Reston Planning and Zoning Committee. The question asked was, “Is the Master Plan still an adequate vehicle for expansion and revitalization?” The County Planning Chief, Jim Zook, said “No.” Bob Simon urged the use of the real figures from the Census, rather than virtual figures based on an algorithm. The County discussed replacing the current Reston Planned Residential Community zoning with zoning much more like regular Fairfax zoning. This should be a red flag for Restonians, who do not seem to be aware of the issue yet. Supervisor Hudgins hopes for a new ordinance in September or October. When Debra Steppel expressed fear that the coming of Metro will divide north and south Reston once again, Mike Corrigan replied that Metro was not even mentioned at the meeting until he brought it up. The Board considered writing a letter to the editor to make the community aware of the Steve Resz video on Reston – Past, Present and Future, for its insights and opinions on some of the issues.
9. Supervisor Hudgins’ invitation to participate in the Wiehle Avenue Station Access Management Plan “Project Advisory Committee”: Mike Corrigan read a letter inviting RCA to participate in a new committee, following up on the Wiehle Avenue Steering Committee. Colin Mills volunteered to serve, and Mike Corrigan and Bob Haley will be alternates. Marion Stillson, who served on the prior Committee, will send the resulting Guidelines to Colin as background.
10. Possible RCA action on Town Center Accessibility Issue: Marion Stillson told the Board about Linda Singer’s difficulties with access to the Town Center at night, when streets are closed off. Management will not make exceptions for persons with disabilities. Stillson asked the Board if they supported RCA’s getting involved in attempts to resolve the issues, and they agreed.
11. Communications Issues. Colin Mills and Sue Merk fear that the public will think RCA’s town status campaign has stopped, unless there is more publicity. Colin Mills would like to organize a Letter to the Editor campaign. Mike Corrigan is opposed to writing letters unless they address a current topic hot in the community. A current example of a hot topic would be the Community Planning & Zoning meetings, the role of the Reston Planning and Zoning Committee, and the powers a Town Planning and Zoning Committee would have. 

12. Agenda, Location and Time of Next Meeting; Adjourn. The newly-constituted Board will meet on Monday, July 24, 2006, at 8:00pm in the Comcast Studios. The meeting was adjourned.
