1. Agenda/Announcements

The Draft agenda was accepted with no changes.
Marion Stillson asked if anyone had heard that Cathy Hudgins was doing anything regarding updating the PRC Ordinance. Marion Stillson asked the Board if they thought RCA should write and ask her and the Board response was a unanimous “yes”. Marion Stillson indicated she would talk to Mike Corrigan and draft a letter.
It was announced that the Regional Transportation Metrorail Access Group (RTMG) is sponsoring the “2nd Meeting on Access to the New Wiehle Avenue and Reston Parkway Metrorail Stations” on Tuesday, July 24th from 7:00 PM to 9:00 PM at the Hyatt Regency Hotel in Reston.
2. Approval of May 2007 Minutes

Debra Steppel moved and Ben Perchik seconded that the Minutes of the May 21st Meeting be approved. The Motion passed with 2 abstentions from people who hadn’t attended the May meeting and couldn’t verify the minutes.
3.  Treasurer’s Report

Colin Mills reported that there was $1,165.00 in the treasury. Upcoming expenses include Mike Corrigan’s application fee for the Reston Festival, Sue Merk’s order of fortune cookies for $59.10, and Marion Stillson’s $108.50 for “I signed” buttons.
4. Marking the end of an RCA year
Marion Stillson thanked Bob Haley for 3 excellent years of service, including writing the Reston Town Charter, updating the Charter, keeping the petitions, and for his legal advice. 

Marion also thanked Ben Perchik for his contributions to RCA and for serving on the Board.

5. Election Committee

A discussion ensued on ways to get more votes – on line, by mail, and by advertising the election in the newspapers. If people mail in their ballots, they need to be postmarked by Friday, June 8th. The election poster showing statements from the candidates and the voting box will be ready.
6. Reston Festival – booth, casting a wider net

John Fay handed out a list of items needed for the booth and for participating in the Reston Festival on Saturday, June 9th   and Sunday, June 10th. (See Attachment I for Items needed for the booth and Attachment II for the booth Staffing). The RCA booth is currently staffed with 2 people for each 2 hr period, and with volunteers for some slots for a total of 3 people, except on Sunday, June 10th from 2pm to 4pm which is staffed only by Jan Bradshaw. Marion Stillson kindly volunteered to work with Jan at that time on Sunday.

7. Workshop #1 on the Town Proposal; #’s 2 and 3

The Power Point presentation from the 1st Workshop on the Town Governance is to be put up on the Web site. There was a discussion on what kinds of services could be offered by the Town. There was a ranking of potential services from 1-5. One of the items discussed was trash pick up. It was decided that if the Clusters were happy with their trash pick up – they would continue to keep their vendor, but for those Clusters that weren’t happy with their service, the Town could take it over. The fine line is to have the Town offer enough services for Residents, but not so many that it would be expensive. The idea is to save the taxpayers money.  Marion Stillson attended Workshop 1 and plans to attend Workshops 2 and 3. Mike Corrigan also attended Workshop 1 and also plans to attend Workshops 2 and 3. Another RCA Board Member is wanted as well for these workshops. Debra Steppel attended the first Workshop. 

The next Workshop discusses the Town’s Finances and is on July 14th from 10:00 AM to 11:30 AM, in Room 2 at the Reston Regional Library. 

8. Work of the Referendum Team, including training of Volunteers

Marion passed out a list of petitioners for the Town Referendum. They are working to get signatures on the petitions. There was a training session at Marion Stillson’s home on May 16th, using the DVD of the First Session. Volunteers are petitioning at the Farmer’s Market, and Jane Wong has been excellent in getting many to sign the petitions for a Reston Town Referendum. 
9.  Lapel Buttons for RCA Board

Marion Stillson passed out “I signed” buttons for $1.50 each and explained that these would be for sale for anyone who signed the petition. However, for anyone who could get 5 signatures, the “I Signed” button is free.  At the Festival, bumper stickers would be free for those who signed the petition, and Support the Referendum stickers are free for those who vote in the RCA election. The buttons were passed around the table and most of the RCA Directors bought at least one.

10. Use of Grubisich LTE?

Marion Stillson passed out a copy of Tom Grubisich’s article from the Reston Times which is excellent in making a case for Town Governance.  It was suggested someone call him and invite him become a member of the ResTOWN Honorary Advisory Board and/or speak at an RCA Public meeting on Town Status. It was recommended his article be put on our Web site and copies made to pass out at the Reston Festival.
