1. Agenda/Announcements

The Draft agenda was accepted with no changes. Colin Mills reminded listeners of the RMAG meeting the next day.
2. Approval of June 2007 Minutes
The Minutes were approved unanimously.
3. Treasurer’s Report
Colin Mills announced that the checking account contains $1221. John Lovaas retains proceeds from the sale of notecards, which he promised to send to the Treasurer.
4.Board Election Results and Election of officers 
Mike Corrigan welcomed new Board Member Jane Wong and thanked those who are continuing.  The Board elected Marion Stillson as Vice-President and Jan Bradshaw as Treasurer. No-one was nominated as Secretary. 

It was agreed that continuing responsibilities of the Treasurer include paying $60 annual dues to the Fairfax County Federation of Civic Associations, paying the State Corporation Commission yearly fee, paying necessary fees for a booth at the Reston Festival, and paying the annual rental fee for the RCA post office box.  The Treasurer is also asked to inform the Vice President of any donations received, so the Vice President than thank the donor.
Debra Steppel was thanked for orienting new Board Members.

5. Appointment of New Board Member

James McPherson filed to join the Board after the applications had been sent to the press. The Board reviewed his form, and appointed him as North Point Director, for the term expiring in 2008. 

6. Discussion of Festival and Workshops on the Town Proposal

The new, early process for Festival registration was noted, with the imposition of a charge for non-profits. Some felt the Festival lacked character this year, but all agreed that the RCA booth was “where the action was.” Jason Hartke noted that people are hungry for RCA’s information about incorporation. Debra Steppel asked how some people are still unaware? Jason Hartke replied that Reston is a large community, with many different and competing messages. John Lovaas particularly thanked Sue Merk for the RCA literature she made available for the Festival.
Mike Corrigan awarded a prize and certificate to Jane Wong, winner of the contest for most signatures collected prior to the Festival. He called her “an inspiration” and John Lovaas added, “No-one gets by her!”

7. Plan RCA/Reston Impact Candidate Debate
John Lovaas reminded the Board that this will be the eighth year of this tradition, in which RCA and Reston Impact jointly sponsor local reporters to ask the candidates unrehearsed questions. Lovaas listed the candidates heard from so far, and possible dates. A conflict was noted between one already-scheduled date and the next RCA Board meeting (September 24). Jason Hartke asked if that Debate could be held “on location.” Mike Corrigan asked the Board to keep Oct. 1 free, and to stay posted.

Colin Mills volunteered to time the debates. 

8. Board Social
The Board Social will be held one evening in the week beginning August 13. [Later, the date was determined to be Tuesday, August 14].

9. Green Building in Reston 
Jason Hartke agreed to make a complete presentation, with slides, in August. For now, he told the Board that his employer has developed a rating system for leadership in energy-conserving and environmentally-conscious design. He stressed how worthwhile green construction is financially. He said that Fairfax County has started to address the problem but that nationally, Mayors of cities and towns are taking the lead---another reason why Reston needs to be a Town!
10. Petition Status 
The Board discussed the competing merits of various venues for gathering petitions, and agreed that, at the end of the summer, pools were less important than grocery stores. Debra Steppel offered to compile a list of Reston events which includes free RA events, which attract many of the public. The Board debated the merits of various deadlines for ending the petition drive. Marion Stillson asked those who own “I signed” buttons to wear them around Reston. The Board noted the success of on-line signing.
Debra Steppel urged everyone, including listeners, to ask everyone in their e-mail directories to sign on, then in turn to pass the message on to everyone in their directories who live in Reston. 

In discussing how to eliminate duplicate petition signatures, it was agreed that electronic means is probably best. 
11. Agenda, Location and Time of Next Meeting
It was not yet agreed when the Sept. 24, 2007 meeting will occur. See conflict of time and place in Agenda item # 7, above.  It was noted that the Board Meeting Calendar is posted on the RCA website for one year in advance. 
12. Adjourn.
