4. Spread sheet tracking Howell and Plum letters and responses.

Noted that Connolly, Griffin, Bouie –All are Fairfax Government representatives.

Next step: Marion Stillson’s rough draft of RCA response handed out.

a) Expand description of Task Force, Basis of authority of FCFCA in asking for the Task Force.

b) Whom to invite? RA, ARCH, GRCC, RCC.  Special letter to the RCC re their letter and a clarification as to whether RCC represents citizens of Reston or the Fairfax County Government.

7. History: County proposed changes to PRC (a 40 year old ordinance

governing Reston development) two years ago.  The County then went ahead and made changes.

County desires to increase the number of (taxable) dwelling units by defining down the number of people per unit.

PRC is designed for a new community being built from scratch by one developer.  No longer of use now that Reston is built up and there are many developers.

Second Change: Involve County Zoning in decisions

For development one goes through three County bodies: P & Z Staff, Planning Commission, Board of Supervisors.  Reston P & Z gets to look at it.

Still a 40 year old document despite changes.  RA, ARCH, RCA, Reston P & Z, Hudgins recommended task force to review and change.  Waited 6 months to hear from County Rep. 

RCA and ARCH wrote letters asking where was the Task Force.  ARCH got a response from Hudgins: Changes would be driven by her staff not by the community.

Zoning Task Force should be put under Governance Task Force.
