Better Communication: Better Care

· Your family doctor sends you for a surgical consultation. Can the surgeon get the lab and radiology reports that have already been done?

· You have a medical emergency. Can the EMT check your key medical information in the ambulance?
· Your dentist retires. Can your new dentist get your dental history?
Electronic health records can:

· Enable patients to participate in decisions about their own care

· Facilitate faster and more accurate communication among physicians, nurses, dentists and allied health providers such as labs and pharmacies

· Improve continuity of information during times of individual or wide-spread emergency

· Increase patient safety by diminishing the risk of medical errors – all while doing a better job at protecting individual’s privacy  
The Northern Virginia community is organizing its effort to develop electronic health records based on the premise that patients and patient advocates must be equal partners in initiating, planning and implementing the effort.  We call this initiative the Northern Virginia Regional Health Information Organization (NoVa RHIO) and we ask you to join our partnership to make our community healthier.
As a first step in this community outreach, the Reston Citizens Association, in cooperation with HCA Virginia & Reston Hospital Center and the Hunter Mill District Supervisor’s Office, is holding a public meeting to get input from and inform the residents, businesses and healthcare practitioners in the Reston community on how to improve communication between healthcare providers and between providers and patients.
